Altman carries the film off,
something no other director could
have done.

You think
they’re not going to fire me for a
thing like that?!?!” Jane Fonda
plays Judy, a recent divorcee in
her first job. And Dolly Parton IS
Doralee, Hart's bubbling private
secretary who signs his name
better than he does.

From the moment you
hear her sing the title song, you
want to jump from your seat
with the anticipation of what is to
follow.

The film, which is reminis-
cent of the old “Lucy” shows, is
well written and directed, and the
three actresses compliment each
other beautifully. | recommend
that you RUN, don't walk to see
NINE TO FIVE.
